As you may know, | was a participant In and one of the principal organizers of the recent ADL
program on the constitutionality of Wisconsin's hate crime statute. | algo serve as president of
ADL's Central Pacific Reglonsl Advisory Board and as an ADL national commisslonsr.

Ons of our maln goals in planning this program was to bring together soms of the ksy civil
rights organizations which have been working $0 long and so closely togsther on this (and
other) issues. To me this was not just an educational program. It was also a celebration of
solld relationships in the past and a dedication to ongoing joint efforts against hate crimes

whatever the outcome of the Mhchell case might be.

Accordingly, | was dismayed on & number of levels when | learned that the Aslan Law Caucus
felt it necessary to pull out of this program on short notice as a protest of some sort agalnst
ADL. At one level, | thought the pull-out was highly discourteous to the organizers and
participants (such as Mr. Keane and Justice Grodin, If not myself). Secendly, | thought the pull-
out was an insult to a fellow member of a natlonal and local civil rights coalitlon.

Finally, | thought the pull-out was complstsly unjustified and unfair given the status of the
'Gerard issue’ at that time, Rick Hirschhaut recently showed me your explanatory letter of April
13, 1893. it confirms my view at the time that the puil-out could only have besn premised on an
uncritical acceptance of "aliegations® -- one-sided and hostile media allegations at that. Is that
the way the Asian Law Caucus wouid want to be treated by ADL in similar circumstances? |
doubt it.

Rick Hirschhaut and his staff are under Incredible pressure and stress because of the drumbeat
of medla "allegations,” That is why | wanted to respond to your letter myseff, It is a time when
thoughtful allies should show support, not leap to hostile conclusions. | would lika to sit down
with you and/or your leadership group soms time soon to find ways to rebulld an Important
relatlonship.

In the interim, | enclose for your review a copy of ADL's Initlal public statement on this affair,
Pleass fesl free to circulate it among your staft and Ilsadership.
