The Committee is interested in foreign policy problems in the Near East and plrticularly
in measures by our government to promote economic developnent and peace in the region.
The Committee advocated p3.ssage of the Mutual Security Program and also favored an
amendment to the Statement of Policy. In addition to specific expenditures for the
dissemination of information about this program which are listed on plge 4, the'
Committee estimates that 15% of all overhead expenditures were for this purpose. This
means that 36% of total expenditures during this quarter have been allocated for
legislative work and accordingly 36% of the Committee's receipts are allocated for that
purppce.
