The President has granted the Senate Committee on
Foreign Relations authority, during the Eigzhty-Seventh Congress,
to examine income, excess-profits, estate, and gift tax returns
for the years 1950 to 1952, inclusive, under regulations
governing the inspection of returns by Congressiqnal Committees.

This action was taken pursuant to the request of the
Chairman of the Committee, The inspection of these returns will
assist the Committee in carrying cut its study of all
nondiplomatic activities of representatives of foreign govern-
ments, and tneir contractors and agents, in promoting the
interests of those governments, and the extent to which such
representatives attempt to influence the policiés of the
United States and affect the National interest,

Any information obtained by the Committee is confi-
dential, but the Committee may report information pertinent to

its investigation to the Senate,

753; 26 U,S,C, 6103 (4)), it is hereby ordered that any income,
excess-profits, estate, or gift tax returns for the years 1950

- to 1982, inclusive, shall, during the Eighty-3eventh Congress,

be open to inspection by the Senate Committee on Foreign
Aelations or any duly authorized Subcommittee thereof, in con-
nection with its study of a2ll nondiplomatic activities of
representatives of foreizn govermments, ard their contractors

and agents, in promoting the interests of those goverrments,

and the extent to which such representatives attempt to influence
the policies of the United States and affect the National interest,
pursuant to Senate Resclution 362, 87th Congress, agreed to

July 12, 1952, such inspection to be in accordance and upon
compliance with the rules and regulations prescribed by the
Secretary of the TIreasury in Treasury Decisions €132 and 6133,
relating to the inspecticn of returns by Cemmittees of the
Congress, approved by the President on May 3, 1955,

This Crder shall be effective upcn its filing for
publication in the Federal Register.
